2022 GOLDEN TROWEL® ASIA RULES

The Golden Trowel® Asia award is given annually by The Face® Companies to those contractors in Asia
installing the flattest and most level concrete floors in several floor construction categories.

The 2022 Contest Year is for floors produced (completed) before 1 September 2022, for the awards to be
presented at the World of Concrete Asia in Shanghai, in December, 2022. Any floors that are completed
after 1 September will be considered in the 2023 contest.

1) Candidate floor slab installations must have been completed before 1 September 2022.

2)  The entire floor must be submitted for evaluation (i.e., the entire area with identical specification
& construction criteria). You cannot just pick the best parts of a project for submission.

3) Completed entries must be received at The Face® Companies headquarters in Norfolk, Virginia on
or before September 30, 2022 in order to be considered for the 2022 awards. All required data
including the digital Dipstick® data, sketch maps, and digital photographs must be included by
this date. See item 15 on the next page for details on how to E-Mail Dipstick data.

4)  Application Fee:

X A $200.00 USD fee must be submitted with each separate entry that is received at the Face
Companies by September 30, 2022. Payment may be made by credit card on the Face
Company Web Site, www.Dipstick.com, under the Golden Trowel page.

X The entry is not considered to be complete without a completed entry form, payment of entry
fees, digital photos of the floor being constructed, digital Dipstick® data, and a drawing or
sketch showing where each Run was placed on the floor.

5)  For Random Traffic Floors:

X Floor slabs must be measured according to ASTM E-1155 using a Dipstick® Floor Profiler.
Any exceptions to ASTM E-1155 requirements must be accompanied by a copy of the contract
specification. (E.g., measuring across construction joints, etc.) Floors constructed under a
contract specifying TR-34, DIN, or other methods are acceptable; however, the contest
requires that F-Numbers be measured according to ASTM E-1155. All entries will be judged
based on F- Numbers except for projects that were specified using elevation tolerances.

X Sketch maps showing the layout must be submitted with the entry. Sketch maps must show
where each of the runs, by name, were collected on each Test Section. Pencil or ink sketches
will be fine. There is no need for fancy CAD drawings. In some cases, the runs can be drawn
right on the project plans. If several slabs have similar sizes and similar general shape, and if
the same layout is used for these several slabs, then in this case one sketch will serve for
several Test Sections. But whenever the number or orientation of the Runs changes, a new
sketch is required.

X 1t is imperative that the area of each Test Section be correctly identified, either in the
DipFloor program or by some other means, since F-Numbers at the Project level are area-
weighted by the size of the Test Section. In other words, larger Test sections count more,
and smaller Test Sections count less, towards the overall F-Numbers for a project.

X Original Dipstick® Data in digital form, not pieces of paper or PDF files, must be E-Mailed to
us or included with the application. We need the electronic files that are generated by the
Dipstick. (The whole job Zipped into a single file) along with a sketch map showing the lines.

All entries must include digital photos of the floor under construction, including photos showing
the strikeoff or screeding. 1f the floor was constructed on piles, photos of the floor and piles are
also required.

For Defined Traffic Floors (including Superflat)

e Floor slabs must be measured by a Dipstick® Floor Profiler. It is imperative that proper
measuring techniques are used by the testing agency. Floors constructed under a contract
specifying TR-34 or other methods are acceptable; however, the contest requires that Fmin-
Numbers be calculated and scored.

e Send the original Dipstick® Data in digital form. (The whole project Zipped into a single file)

For Floors specified with an overall elevation tolerance:

e Floor slabs must be measured by a Dipstick® Floor Profiler. Sketch maps showing the layout
must be submitted with the entry.

e This particular category requires special care in measuring. Because of accuracy
requirements, Rod & Level data is not acceptable. Only Dipstick® data is acceptable.

e Send the original Dipstick® Data in digital form. (The whole project Zipped into a single file)

Any and all costs associated with the preparation, measurement and documentation required for all

entries will be the responsibility of the entrant.

Floors in each category judged to be the flattest and most level may be awarded the Golden

Trowel® Asia Award. Outstanding, but atypical, floors not meeting the design/placement

descriptions of any one of the specific categories outlined above may, at the sole discretion of The

Face® Companies, receive a special Golden Trowel® Asia Award.

Awards are based on the flatness and levelness of the floor, not on the difference between the

specified and achieved F-Numbers. Unusual conditions during placement and finishing (such as

weather, etc.) may be considered by the judges, but will not be the basis for decision.

The more information that you include with the entry form, the better. Describe the strikeoff

method and if applicable, describe any peculiarities that may have made this floor more difficult.

Any entries deserving an "honorable mention," may, at the sole discretion of Face Construction

Technologies, be awarded a Silver Trowel®.

Every attempt will be made to make a fair and impartial judgment. All decisions pertaining to the

awards, eligibility of entries, interpretation of the rules, etc. will be at the sole discretion of Face

Construction Technologies.
